The album will be recorded at The Parlour studios in Northampton, UK and will be released in the autumn of 2012. In anticipation of the album release the first single will hit the streets during the summer months.
The band's signature sound is inspired by classical and symphonic tones mixed with pounding guitars and immense vocal melodies. Neverstar’s music is a mixture of emotion filled with theatrical settings and dark characteristics, amplified by ear splitting yet melodic guitar riffs.
